In partial response to a resolution adopted by the Committ 
Environment and Public Works of the U.S. Senate on January 21 
feasibility study was undertaken to evaluate flood damage reducti 
opportunities for the communities of Cynthiana, Millersburg, and 
Licking River Basin, Kentucky. The study and resulting recomm 
described in the report of the Chief of Engineers dated October 
includes other pertinent reports and comments.

'The Secretary of the Army supports the project and plans to imple 
the normal budget process at the appropriate time, considering 
and the availability of funds. 

The recommended plan consists of constructing two dry be detention 
basins on tributaries of the South Fork of the Licking River. The o dry bed 
detention basins would be created by constructing roller compacte concrete 
dams on the Hinkston Creek and Strodes Creek tributaries. The H nkston Creek 
detention structure, located just upstream of the Town of Millersbu g, would have 
a height of about 30 feet, a length of about 680 feet, and would cre te a pool with 
a volume of about 8,188 acre-feet given an occurrence of the 0.2 1 p rcent chance 
(500-year) flood. The detention facility would include a 200-foot-lo g spillway, a 
16-foot-wide by 12-foot-high gravity outlet, and a 1,500-foot-long a cess road. 
The Strodes Creek detention str~~cture, located about 16 miles ups ! ream of the 
town of Paris, Kentucky, would have a height of about 25 feet, a le gth of about ti 700 feet, and would create a pool of about 3,923 acre-feet during t e 0.2 percent 
chance flood. It would include a 150-foot-long spillway, a 12-foot-4ide by 
10-foot-high gravity outlet, and an 8,000-foot-long access road. Mi igation for 
unavoidable environmental impacts associated with the proposed roject would 
consist of 90 acres of hardwood plantings on project lands to offse the impacts 
of the detention structures on the existing riparian hardwood corrid rs in the 
vicinity of the proposed project. 1
